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BIRTHSTONE FOR MARCH
IS AQUAMARINE

Derived from the Roman word "Aqua”,
meaning water, and "Mare", meaning sea,
this pale blue gem does indeed resemble
the color of seawater. AQuamarine (along
with bloodstone) is the birthstone associ-
ated with March. It is also the gemstone
for the 19th Anniversary.

Aquamarine is a popular and well known
gemstone, and distinguishes itself by
many good qualities. It is almost as popu-
lar as the classics: ruby, sapphire and em-
erald. In fact it is related to the emerald,
both belonging to the beryl family. The
color of aquamarine, however, is usually
more even than that of the emerald. Much
more often than its famous green cousin,
aguamarine is almost entirely free of inclu-
sions. Aquamarine has good hardness
(7.5 to 8 on the Mohs scale) and a won-
derful shine. That hardness makes it very
tough and protects it to a large extent from
scratches. Iron is the substance which
gives aquamarine its color, a color which

ranges from an almost indiscernible
pale blue to a strong sea-blue.

It occurs at most localities which yield
ordinary beryl, some of the finest com-
ing from Russia. The gem-gravel placer
deposits of Sri Lanka contain aguama-
rine. Clear yellow beryl, such as occurs
in Brazil, is sometimes called aguama-
rine chrysolite. When corundum pre-
sents the bluish tint of typical aquama-
rine, it is often termed Oriental aqua-
marine.

In the United States, aquamarines
can be found at the summit of Mt. An-
tero in the Sawatch Range in central
Colorado. In Brazil, there are mines in
the states of Minas Gerais, Espirito
Santo and Bahia. Zambia, Madagascar,
Malawi, Tanzania and Kenya also pro-
duce aquamarine.

People in the middle ages thought
that aquamarine could magically over-
come the effects of poison. Ancient
sailors traveled with aguamarine crys-
tals, believing that it would ensure a
safe passage, and guarantee a safe re-
turn; they often slept with the stones
under their pillows to ensure sound
sleep. They believed the siren’s
(mermaid) fish-like lower body was
made of aguamarine.

LAPPING GEODES

When trying to polish a geode on a vi-
brating lap, it is difficult to keep the grit
out of the center of the geode when it is
hollow and filled with crystals. One sug-
gestion has been to fill the center of the
geode with Knox gelatin, a product you
can buy at any grocery store. It turns to
jelly when mixed with warm water and
after a while, will set up good and firm.
Pour this into the geode before polish-
ing and when you are done, just wash it
out with warm water, it leaves no resi-
due.
