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   Emerald is regarded as the traditional birthstone 
for May, as well as the traditional gemstone for 
the astrological signs of Taurus, Cancer, and 
sometimes Gemini. In some cultures, the emerald 
is the traditional gift for the 55th wedding anniver-
sary. It is also used as a 20th and 35th wedding 
anniversary stone. 
   Emeralds come in many shades of green and 
bluish green. There is a wide spectrum of clarity, 
dependent on the inclusions  and fractures in the 
crystal. Clear stones with dark yet vibrant color 
command the highest prices. Almost all emeralds 
contain numerous flaws which can negatively af-
fect the clarity. The value of an emerald depends 
on cut, color, clarity, and carat. Currently the best 
emeralds come from the Muzo mine in Colombia. 
Emeralds are a variety of the mineral beryl col-
ored green by trace amounts of chromium and 
vanadium. Beryl has a hardness of 7.5 - 8 on the 
10 point Mohs scale of mineral hardness. Most 
emeralds resistance to breakage is classified as 
generally poor.  
   Most emeralds are oiled as part of the post lapi-
dary process, in order to improve their clarity. Ce-
dar oil, having a similar refractive index, is often 
used in this generally accepted practice. The U.S. 
Federal Trade Commission requires the disclo-
sure of this treatment when a treated emerald is 
sold. The use of green-tinted oil is generally not 
considered acceptable by the gem trade. The ori-
gin of the word "emerald" is said to be a Sanskrit 
word meaning "green"
