This Months Birthstone

Diamond

For those of us with April birthdays, we have the
most coveted gemstone of the all, the diamond. The
name diamond derives from the ancient Greek
adamas meaning “invincible”. They have been treas-
ured as gemstones since their use as religious icons
in ancient India and usage in engraving tools also
dates to early human history. Popularity of diamonds
has risen since the 19th century because of increased
supply, improved cutting and polishing techniques,
growth in the world economy, and innovative and suc-
cessful advertising campaigns. They are commonly
judged by the “Four C’s”: carat, clarity, color, and cut.

The diamonds hardness and high dispersion of light
make it useful for industrial applications and jewelry. It
is the hardest “natural material” known to man. They
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make excellent abrasives because they can only be
scratched by other diamonds. Diamonds have a hard-
ness of 10 (hardest) on the Mohs scale of mineral
hardness.

The hardest diamonds in the world are from the
New England area in New South Wales, Australia.
These diamonds are generally small, perfect to semi
perfect, and are used to polish other diamonds.

The hardness of diamonds contributes to its suitabil-
ity as a gemstone. Because it can only be scratched
by other diamonds, it maintains its polish extremely
well. Unlike many other gems, it is well-suited to daily
wear , perhaps contributing to its popularity as the
preferred gem in and engagement or wedding ring,
which are often worn everyday.

The diamonds hardness also makes it an ideal ma-
terial for industrial tools. Common industrial uses are
diamond tipped drill bits, saw blades, grinding tools, or
use of diamond powder as an abrasive. Industrial
grade diamonds are either unsuitable for use as gems
or synthetically produced, which lowers their value
and makes their use economically feasible.

Roughly 49% of diamonds originate from central
and southern Africa. They are mined from kimberlite
and lamproite volcanic pipes, which can bring dia-
mond crystals , originating from deep within the Earth
where high pressures and temperatures enable them
to form, to the surface. The mining and distribution of
natural diamonds are subjects of frequent contro-
versy, such as with concerns over the sale of conflict
diamond (aka blood diamonds) by African paramilitary
groups.

Not all diamonds found on Earth originated here. A
type of diamond called carbonado diamond that is
found in South America and Africa was deposited
here via and asteroid impact (not formed by the im-
pact) about 3 billion years ago. These diamonds
formed in the intrastellar environment.

The Crater of Diamonds State Park is an Arkansas
State located near Murfressboro in Pike County, Ar-
kansas, is the only diamond bearing site in the world
that is open to the public.

By-laws

ARTICLE |l (2) — PURPOSE

The purpose of this Society shall be (1) to increase our apprecia-
tion of the beauty and value of the land in which we live; (2) to
foster good fellowship among the members while pursuing the
club's activities; (3) to foster knowledge of the earth sciences; (4)
to provide educational scholarships and support in earth scien-
tific fields; (5) to procure and improve club equipvent property.

ARTICLE 1l (3) — MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. Member

A member shall have paid s their dues and thereafter shall ob-
serve the Society’s Charter, By-laws and Standing Rules

Section 2. Classes
(d) A life member See STANDING RULES, ARTICLE I (1) Section3.
Section 3. Cancellation

Any member who does not abide by the Charter, the By-laws and
the Standing Rules shall have yis their membership cancelled by
vote of the Executive Board, after suitable review and considera-
tion of the individual case on its merits.

ARTICLE IV (4) - OFFICERS, EXECUTIVE BOARD, AND THEIR
ELECTION
Section 4. Executive Board

The Executive Board shall consist of the elected officers, a mini-
mum of three (3) directors or one (1) director for each 50 mem-
bers on record at the end of March to be elected at large, and
the Immediate Past President who is last presipent full term Presi-
dent prior to the incumbent.

Section 5. Board Election

The officers and board members whose terms expire shall be
replaced by election at the Society's annuaL regular meeting held
in December of each year. The new officers and board members
shall be installed at the Society's regular meeting held in January.

Section 6. Nominating Committee

Three (3) members shall be g ectep appointed by the President
to the nominating committee at the regular September meeting
each year. THe MEMBER RECEIVING THE GREATEST NUMBER OF VOTES SHALL BE
THE cHAIRMAN. The nominating committee shall propose one (1) or
more candidates, who shall agree to serve, for each office to be
filled. The recommendations of the nominating committee shall be
submitted to the members at the November meeting. Additional
nominations may be made from the floor at the December meet-
ing. These nominees must agree to serve before their names can
be submitted.

ARTICLE V (5) - OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES
Section 1. President

The President is the Chief Executive Officer txe presipent and shall
preside at all meetings of the Board and regular meetings of the
Society.

He/
she anp shall keep a complete record of all meetings of the board
and regular membership meetings, ngsHe sHaLL Maintain an up-to-
date record of the members, including home and email ad-
dresses and telephone numbers. The secretary shall maintain a
list of the committee members, He shall maintain an up-to-date
copy of the By-Laws and Standing Rules, we suaLL mainTain @and a
copy of a current inventory of all club properties. He/she shall
also handle all official correspondence directed or approved by
the president or the board.

Section 4. Treasurer

The Treasurer shall be responsible for keeping and maintaining in
proper order all financial records and reports of this Society. He/
she shall be responsible for the collection and issuing a receipt
for all dues, initiation fees, assessments, or and other monies
due this Society. He/she shall furnish a written financial report as
directed by the board. The financial reports may be audited at the
pleasure of the board, in addition to the mandatory audit within
thirty (30) days prior to the installation of the new treasurer. He/
she shall prepare an annual operating budget for the upcoming
fiscal year, with the assistance of the incoming Treasurer. This
budget shall be approved, and may be amended by the Board.
we The Treasurer may require To be bonded at the option of the
board.

Section 6. Executive Board

The executive board, as the Society's executive body, is subject
to the by-laws and standing rules of The Society. All tgir Board
actions are subject to tye approval of the membership, unless
otherwise covered by By-laws and Standing Rules. It shall be the
duty of the executive board to formulate policies of the Society, to
act in an advisory capacity to the President, ano ve Who shall be
bound to act according to the majority decision of the board.

ARTICLE VI (6) - VACANCIES
Section 3. Removal

Any officer who shall absent themselves from three (3) unex-
cused consecutive meetings, regular or executive, shall be sub-
ject to removal and replacement by action of the board.

How to identify a meteorite

Introduction:

Think of meteorites as space rocks. These

ieces of asteroids, moon, and Mars look a lot
ike rocks we have on Earth. But meteorites
come instead form meteors that break through
the Earth’s atmosphere and land on the surface.
Follow these steps to find out if that rock you’re
holding is a meteorite.

1.Step One

Pick it up and get an idea of its weight. Meteor-
ites are more dense than earthbound debris, and
therefore can be as much as 3 1/2 times heavier
than Earth rocks of a similar size.

2.Step Two

Feel the surface of the rock. Sharp points and
edges of meteorites often melt off as it enters the
Earth’s atmosphere. This leave most meteorites
with smooth surfaces.

3. Step Three

ldentify the shape. Meteorites tend to be irregu-
larly shaped. Those that reach the ground with-
out rotating can even adopt a conical look.

4. Step Four

Look for depressions that look like thumbprints.
These are called regmaglypts and often appear
all over the surface of meteorites. You'll rarely
see holes in meteorites.

5. Step Five

Check to see how your possible meteorite reacts
to magnets. Most, although, not all, meteorites
contain a lot of iron and have an attractionto
magnets. See if a refrigerator magnet sticks to it.

6. Step Six

Grind into a fresh surface of the rock to see if you
can see small metal specks. Specks of metal of-

ten indicate a meteorite. Unlike Earth rocks, me-

teorites contain high amounts of metal. However,
the appearance of a clear or milk?/ crystal means
you have a rock from your own planet.

7. Step Seven

Locate what look like litte balls sticking out from
the surface. These are called chondrules and are
often found on the most common meteorites.

Preserving Iron Meteorites

A new way to preserve your iron meteorites, es-
pecially etched ones, is to submerge them in ATF
(Automatic Transmission Fluid) in a small Tup-
perware container. This prevents rust better than
older methods, such as gun oil and WD-40. For
meteorites in glass display cases, you can en-
close a VCI (Volatile Corrosion Inhibitor) with
them. These Emitters contain special compounds
which evaporate, forming a very thin layer only a
few molecules thick, on the surface of all metals
present.
