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May Birthstone:  Emerald 

 

Spring is a time of new growth and rebirth.  
And the intense brilliant green of the Emerald, 
May’s birthstone, is as refreshing to the eyes 
as a spring garden after a rain.  Within its 
depths are often tiny fractures or inclusions, 
which the French call "jardin," or garden, be-
cause of their resemblance to foliage. The 
Egyptians were known to engrave Emeralds 
with the symbol for foliage to represent eternal 
youth, and to bury these jewels with their 
dead.  The ancient Romans associated this 
gemstone with fertility and rebirth, and dedi-
cated it to Venus, the goddess of love and 
beauty.    

Some people believe that wearing an Emerald 
brings wisdom, growth, and patience. And as 
any couple in a long-term relationship would 
agree, all of these qualities are essential for a 
successful and lasting love.  This may explain 
why a gift of Emerald for an anniversary -- or 
anytime -- is considered symbolic of love and 
fidelity.  

The Emerald is a member of the beryl family of 
minerals.  The green crystals grow slowly 
within metamorphic rocks and are restricted in 
size by the rock, making large Emeralds rare 
and costly.  Although this gemstone is rela-
tively hard and durable, it must be protected 
from blows because the inclusions found within 
make it susceptible to breaking.

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Types of Jasper  
Blood Jasper  aka bloodstone is one of 
those stones that is not even agreed upon 
by the geological community.  Many say it is 
a dark green to greenish-blue Chalcedony 
with small red blood-like spots.  Others say 
that Chalcedony is translucent while Jasper 
is opaque.  So for our purposes, we will 
consider this a Jasper. 

Brecciated Jasper  is a type of Jasper that 
was broken geologically as it grew.  These 
broken areas and veins were filled in by 
Quartz. 

Bruneau Jasper  aka Porcelain Jasper-
Red, Brown and/or cream in beautiful pat-
terns and swirls.  (Bruneau Canyon/River, 
Idaho). 

Cave Creek Jasper – Bright Red Jasper 
from Maricopa County, Arizona. 

Ocean Jasper  aka Orbicular Jasper aka 
Ocean Agate, is the name given to a highly 
silicified Rhyolite or tuff that has Quartz and   

Feldspar crystallized into a collection of 
needle-like crystals which radiate outwards 
in order to form circular orbs or spheres.  
Ocean Jasper is currently only located in 
Madagascar and the USA. 

Leopard Skin Jasper  is a type of orbicular 
Jasper.  Normally tan to pink with dark 
brown to black circular orbs.   

Ochoco Jasper- Ochoco Lake Oregon 

Owyhee Jasper- Owyhee River Gorge, 
(Malheur Co.) Oregon 

Picture Jasper- -a tan colored Jasper with 
darker brown to black lines and swirls. 

Poppy Jasper- is also a type of Orbicular 
Jasper.  Normally Poppy Jasper is red, or-
ange, or yellow with red circular orbs.

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..The Basics of Fluorescence  

Well over 3,600 mineral species have been 
identified at this time.  Most minerals do not 
fluoresce when pure,  It takes certain impuri-
ties called “activators”, in certain quantities to 
make a mineral fluoresce.  Different activa-
tors can make the same mineral fluoresce in 
different colors.  Different minerals require 
different activators, and in different quantities.  
There are also impurities, notably ferrous 
iron, that can prevent fluorescence despite 
the presence of an activator.  There are a few 
minerals that will fluoresce when pure.  
These are called “self-activated” minerals, 
and include scheelite, powellite, several ura-
nium minerals.  Others suspected of being 
self-activated include benitoite, cerussite, 
anglesite and perhaps many other lead min-
erals.
